ment at Granada; of the Western Department at
Lcon; and of the previnces of Matagalpa and New
Segovia at the former place. They shall keep
their offices open at said owns from the hours of
9 A. M. to 3 P. M. every day, Sundays exceptedr

Art. 8. All persons having titles to lands within
the Republic are required to present them within
six months after the office of the Recorderis open-
ed within the Department where the land is situ-
ated, and all lands not registered at the eve of
ihat time will be liable to be sold or located
publi¢ lands.,

Art. 4. No conveyance of land, or mortgage
thereof, or cncumbrance thereon made or created
afier the 15th of September next, shall be valid
unless registered m the office of the Recorder of
the Department where the land is situated,
