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. New Printine PrEss.—Mr. Merwin
Davis, of New York, has invented 2 new
printing press, expeditious in its opera-
tion, and ofcheap cost. The bed of the
press, which is fast, is mounted ona strong
column, oscillating form, fixed bearings
through the intervention of a crank and
connecting rod. The bed consequently
moves in a circular path. By this ar-
rangement the necessity ot a “ track” for
the bed is obviated, and a considerable
amount of friction is avoided. The bed
being counterbalanced, its momentum is
overcome without jar or unsteadiness,
The impression is produced by the seg-
ment of a cylinder, which also oscillates
from a fixed point. In printing, the cy-
lindrical surface of the segment and the
plain or flaz surface of the bed move for-
ward in concert, being geared together
to prevent slurring ; but they disengage
on the completion of the impression, and
permit the segment to returs, with the
printed shees, to its startiag point in ad-
vance of the bed, which moves forward
until. the whole form has passed under
the inking rollers. -
